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Talking point by Revd Jane Willis
We plough the fields and scatter...

'We plough the fields and scatter the good seed on the land...” we sing
lustily at every Harvest Festival. Though to be honest, for the most
part, we don’t. When our children were little we had some good
friends, Jonathan and Alex. Jonathan had always wanted to be a
farmer, but had somehow ended up an insurance broker. So, to make
up for the lack, they had three allotments. They were a bit of an in-
spiration to me. One day - the nearest I would ever get to the image
of an earth-mother, I made bread with our girls (this was in the days
before bread-makers!) — and felt rather pleased with myself. Later
that day I told Alex at the school gate- she smiled and said ‘Ah yes,
we’re growing wheat on our allotment.’ It was clear I was never going
to keep up...

For most of us the nearest we get to food production is a vegetable
patch — we’'ve been rescuing at least part of the vegetable patch in
the Rectory garden and are also enjoying having a greenhouse for the
first time. But with fresh produce readily available in our supermar-
kets now apparently independent of season or the elements — we
generally find ourselves somewhat removed from its source - and
hence to any sense of dependence on God for all that he gives us.
Some years ago I was ministering in a number of deeply rural North
Devon communities. One of my congregations was made up entirely
of farmers and their families, two of my churches were in farmyards.
Suddenly all the metaphors of harvest that had featured in my
preaching in previous years were these people’s real lives — and I was
very much a lay person. I will never forget passing the peace shaking
farmers’ strong hands, or placing the communion bread in hands
rough and stained from farm work. These people’s relationship with
land and place was like nothing I had ever known - and yes, farmers
are always talking about the weather: asking me to pray for rain, or
for it to stop raining (in North Devon it was usually the latter!). Here
these people’s livelihoods were deeply dependant on the elements -
and on the grace of God. Churches were packed at Harvest — and the
other agricultural festivals of Rogation and Plough Sunday.

So this harvest may we remember our farming community, pray for
them and give thanks for them. May we tend our gardens and vege-
table plots with love and care and encounter God in the goodness of
his creation. And wherever we earn our living — in business or aca-
demia, in schools or in healthcare, in retirement or wherever - may
we indeed know that ‘all good gifts around us are sent from heaven
above’ — and 'thank the Lord, yes thank the Lord, for all his love’.

But may it not end there - true gratitude overflows into generosity -
to care for those who are in need, and to care for our world and its
fragile eco-systems - entrusted to us by God, and on which all our
lives depend.

K&K and Oxford Dioceses Link News:

Did you know that the Oxford Dioceses, the collection of Church of England
churches in the counties of Berkshire, Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire, has for-
mal links with other dioceses around the world? There are links with communities
in South Africa, India and Sweden. The Dorchester Team of Churches, of which
the Stadhampton Church is a member, participates in the link with the Diocese of
Kimberley and Kuruman (K&K) in South Africa. There are about 10 other parishes
in the Oxford Diocese that have links to parishes within the K&K Dioceses, and in
order to encourage these parish-to-parish links, a summit meeting was organised
in 2017 which allowed both groups to meet and talk face to face. We had planned
the second summit to be in 2020, but COVID meant those plans were postponed.
This year we are holding that postponed summit meeting.

From the 11th to the 14th of October, members of the Diocese of Kimberley & Ku-
ruman and Diocese of Oxford are invited to join our 2nd link Summit, coming to-
gether in shared prayer, study, learning and conversation.

The theme is "Encourage one another and build each other up" (1 Thess. 5:11),
which is also the Diocese of Kimberley and Kuruman's theme for 2023. Encourage-
ment and mutual support are part of our calling as members of the Body of Christ
- whether we are together or far apart, we can help each other to serve Christ
faithfully.

Our 2017 summit was held face-to-face only: this time we will have a hybrid
meeting, with some people meeting face-to-face and others meeting online.

The opening and closing worship, daily Bible studies, evening prayer, and keynote
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addresses will be live streamed for anyone in both dioceses to attend.

In addition, UK link parishes will meet in Thame on the 11th, where an online hub
will connect them with Kimberley to share in the opening worship and presenta-
tions. Link parishes on both sides will also have opportunities to share with each
other in Bible study and in other discussions throughout the summit.

Youth hubs, for young people between the ages of 18 and 25, will be formed on
both sides and will share in online discussions on the 13th and 14th.

We encourage ANYONE in the Dorchester team to join in! If you'd like to attend
the in-person meeting in Thame (11 October), where you can meet up with other
parishes who also have links in the K&K Diocese, please sign up on the Eventbrite
page or RSVP to Amy Herlihy as we need a head count for catering. Contact details
and web link are listed below.

What are the topics that will be discussed at the Summit? We will be hearing about
each other's hopes and concerns through presentations and conversations; sharing
daily Bible studies, evening prayer, and two eucharists; learning about key mis-
sional areas such as tackling gender-based violence and working for climate jus-
tice; and reflecting on how we can faithfully serve Christ in our own contexts and
as partners in the Gospel.

The K&K Diocese is located in the northwest part of South Africa and covers an

area about the size of Germany, including substantial parts of the Northern Cape
and North West provinces.

The Diocese of Oxford is the Church of England in Berkshire, Buckingham-
shire and Oxfordshire. The diocese sits between the Cotswolds in the west
and London to the east, and extends from tiny rural communities to the
vastly different cities of Oxford and Milton Keynes.

For many years (30 or more) there has been a connection between these two dio-
ceses. | became involved about 10 years ago. At that point there were parish to par-
ish links where the parishes in the UK and South Africa set up connections, to share
experiences going on in their communities and to share their faith. The Dorchester
Team of Churches (of which Stadhampton is a part) has a connection with the
church community in Boegoeberg, a rural community about 3 hours drive from Kim-
berley in South Africa. | have been inspired by the women who, having seen a need
to feed local children, started their own lunch/soup kitchen. They have fed a few hun-
dred (children and the elderly) at each sitting in their community, and they organised
it all themselves. Over the years the Dorchester Team of Churches have helped this
group with funding for refrigerators, industrial cooking rings and food supplies.

There is a sixth stage, Relapse. This is where the person regresses to a pre-
vious stage. They do not have to go back to a particular stage and can leave
and rejoin at any point. It is easy to think of relapse in a negative, going back-
wards, context. However, it creates feedback and learning on the process so
far and helps to direct future strategies working towards adaptation and
change, so should be viewed in a positive way.

The down sides of this model are that one stage can blur into the next and so
it can be difficult to identify which stage you are at and there is no sense of
how long a person should stay in a stage.

This model does allow the creation of an individually tailored process for
someone to use to help them manage their expectations during a period of
change in their lives.

If you are currently working towards a healthier lifestyle using this model may
help you identify where you are in the process and where you may be going
next, either way good luck with it.

Oak Taverns / Street Food Licensing

Despite claims to the contrary from Oak Taverns and on sccial media throughout August, SODC did not at any stage
ban food trucks from pubs. There was a huge amount of misinformation and gossip circulating, despite a statement
from SODC on the matter. In short, the issue with Oak Taverns arose because the company did not seek advice
fram SODC on the appropriate street trading requirements prior to operating with mobile catering facilities.

By law, all locations where street trading takes place, including on private land, require a specific consent to allow
this to happen if members of the public can access the site without paying an entry fee. This is a national require-
ment which applies to all venues across the country. Individual mobile traders are also required to hold street trad-
ing consent for all the sites they will operate from.”

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VIEW FROM VIEWS,

Now with harvest done and dusted, except for the 2nd year of our current
experiment into lupins that will come to harvest about the time you read
this. Like all the other crops this year they look promising, however the
proof of the pudding is in the eating. Crops looked better than they pro-
duced this year. The Winter Barley that looked so well all through the year
could not hold itself up by the time of cutting and about 10-20% had
fallen over and was on the ground before the combine could cut it. The
Winter wheat was just disappointing, it also looked so well through the
whole growing season but just did not yield. | think, had | walked the
whole field, on a regular basis, | would have realised that it was not alll
that good. However judging by the national crop we were about average
and most of our colleagues suffered in the same way with the fickle weath-
er this season. | have to crow about the Oil Seed Rape, not an outstanding
average crop but again very respectable yield. | will have mentiohed many
times before, due to pigeon damage in the spring | estimated that a 1/3 of
the area would yield /2 a crop, when | worked this out with the tonnage,
we harvested | was within 2% on 100 tonnes. Looking on the bright side,
except for about ' the Rape crop, all our harvest came in without the need to dry a grain. We were so lucky in
this what has proved to be a very tricky time, and with the contractor that we employ. At the time of writing
next years Rape has been planted and eaten by Flee Beetle, we now have the tricky decision to take, do we re-
plant as it is now a little late or hack it up and plant something else and, if so, what. | must add that we are by
no means alone, it is reported as a nationwide problem, some crops have escaped, luckily for George Farrant
he has at least 2 good crops.

After such a long explanation of our Harvest, which is the most important time of year on our farm, | must
make mention of wildlife which | guess most readers are interested in. Well not a lot to mention as most birds
now this year are either sheltering from the rain or the blistering heat. Once the crops were off we saw a num-
ber of hares, and partridges, until they found their way out of sight. The numbers of both have been very low
of late. Not quite so welcome, but great to see, is the number of deer we are accommodating. What is good is
the amount that wildlife has increased of late.

On the subject of conservation the great news is that we have recently formed what is known agriculturally as
a “Farm Cluster". For the last few years there were 2 clusters on the River Thame. These only achieved a talk-
ing shop status, which some of us did not feel good enough, as the Government was encouraging us to do
something. As a result it was decided that these 2 should amalgamate and, employ a facilitator. With the help
and mutual agreement with “River Thame Conservation Trust” (RTCT), the “Thame Catchment Farm Clus-

ter” (TCFC) was formed with the “RTCT" allowing us the time of one of their senior project officers to be our
facilitator. Already we have started a project called Landscape recovery which aims, over the next few years, to
enhance the catchment of the Thame, extending the good works the “RTCT" is already doing. It is thought that
there is substantial Government funding for this sort of initiative. This | think is all very exciting as it will give
us farmers the finance to carry out works that we could not otherwise do. As an aside, the picture is of a fish
refuge, we dug only 4 years ago now it looks as if it has been there for ever, showing how quickly nature
takes over.

The big issue concerning us in this locality, is the threat of the development of Waterstock Golf Course. Firstly
this was going to be a transport hub, but now, as this did not seem to perhaps fit with the rural environment,
it is to be a science park with residential housing. Perhaps the developers thought this might be more ac-
ceptable. There are several questions we have to ask ourselves on the whole issue; is this area far too close to
the “River Thame”, will we be able to enforce the necessary measures to stop any pollution reaching the river
with the existing infrastructure when it is already under pressure from sewage pollution. Surely a Science Park
would be better nearer other like facilities (Culham, Harwell, & Sandford). When we consider the transport hub
this would be warehousing for the likes of online shopping. The head of John Lewis has already suggested
that we need a royal commission to investigate the demise of the high street. It could be argued that we do
not need so many houses built when there are many left vacant for no apparent reason, either second homes
or just an investment. This is really criminal when we are destroying the environment just to build houses for
human beings. Is it hot time we stopped and took stock, made sure all precautions were taken to avoid pollu-
tion, (sewage, proper drainage and control of surface water) before anymore development is allowed. Develop-
ers have been allowed to get away without taking proper control of these issues.
